I am writing as a member of the Canadian Association of Natural Nutritional Practitioners, an organization that accepts highly trained, professional nutritionists who meet strict educational parameters including, yearly upgrading standards, and adhere to a well-defined code of conduct.

The services provided by CANNP members centre on providing education, with the potential of having long-lasting effects on the quality of life. Presently ﻿Manulife, iA Financial Group, League, GreenShield Canada, Equitable Life Insurance, ClaimSecure Inc., Blue Cross Alberta and Blue Cross Saskatchewan cover the services of NNCP’s (Natural Nutrition - Clinical Practitioners) and RNT’s (Registered Nutritional Therapists.)
These professionals help guide employees toward optimum health so that they get sick less, and with less serious afflictions. Clients are encouraged to carry on more naturally, with the use of supplements and lifestyle changes so that they are eating better, exercising and just taking better care of their bodies. That way employees are less likely to tap into the more costly insurance claims. With some compliance on the part of a client, NNCP’s can be very successful in easing the insurance burden.
